BUSINESS ATTIRE

General remarks:

- Discreet, simple and elegant

- Well-groomed appearance, ironed shirts and suits
- Put long hair out of your face, plait

- Well-groomed beard or cleanly shaved

- Well-fitting clothes look professional and calm

- Colors: dark blue, black, grey

- Preferably plain: light, discreet pattern at maximum
- The higher the occasion, the darker the color

- Optional vest

- Long sleeves

- Kent collar or cut away collar

- Subtle colors, no patterns

- Match shirt color with suit, shirt should be lighter than suit
- Cufflinks are optional, subtle design

Tie:
- No bowties
- Choose tie knot in accordance with shirt collar (cut away collar — bigger knot, Kent collar —
smaller knot)

- No fancy tie knots
- Tip of tie at belt hight when standing up



- ldeally dark leather shoes with dark soles (black or brown)
- Color matching with belt and watch

- Color match with suit (dark blue suit — dark blue socks, black suit — black socks)
- No short socks, legs should be covered when sitting
- Socks may be fancy (e.g. subtle Happy Socks) or matching shirt/tie

Accessories:

- Leather belt recommended

- Match belt color with shoes and watch
- Subtle belt buckle

- Rings/bracelets allowed (five item rule)

Bag:

- Leather bag matching with shoes/belt / watch
- Subtle laptop bags
- Try to avoid backpacks or linen bags
